Answers 
1 An author is a writer. The author writes the words in a book. This 
book’s author is Sue Nicholson. 

2 The contents pages list all the headings in the book. It shows which 
page each heading is on, so the reader can find the section. 

3 The words show the sounds the animals make. The words’ layout 
suggests the sounds coming out from the animals’ mouths. The reader 
could describe or draw, for example, the words in speech bubbles. 

4 In the text on page 13, in a labeled image of a fluffy feather also on 
page 13, and in the glossary on page 30. 

5 Readers should show understanding that the pictures give examples 
of how each body part looks (and make it recognizable).
